INSIDEOUT SCHOOL IN GHANA

As its name suggests, the “Inside Out School” blurs the boundaries between inside and outside, offering an 

alternative to standard introverted classrooms and proposing an affordable and easily replicable design that 

values local know- -how. The authors of this project intended it to be recognized not only for its architectural quality 

but particularly for its innovative and experimental approach. The school is built by hand from materials available 

on the site (earth, wood and vegetation). The lack of resources and the site limitations inspired the architects to 

take on a sustainable design strategy that merges architecture and landscape. The staggered walls of the 

classrooms are built by compacting local earth. A wood structure supports the roof, allowing light into the building, 

and permitting natural ventilation. The porch extends into the garden expanding the shaded area outdoors. Using 

social media the authors inspired others to contribute their time, effort and money resulting in the actual 

construction of this project at a primitive site in Ghana.
